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| think that the greatest challenge for the Church in
Malta, along with the whole of the Western world,
is to change the model of the Church from that
which we knew fifty years ago, to that of the
primitive Church. Fifty years ago, we lived in a
protected society, both with regards to basic
values and also with regards to respect for the
authority of the Church. Now the Church has to
fulfil its mission in a society which is many times
critical of the Catholic Church, and with secularist
ideas. This criticism has sometimes left us in
shock, unable to react. The primitive Church which
we find in the Acts of the Apostle was founded on
a strong faith of those who believed, based on a
personal experience of the Lord. It was a Church
which was not awed by the pagan culture, but saw
in it a place for spreading the Word. It was a
‘welcoming’ Church, not closed in itself, but
seeking others outside of itself to proclaim our
Lord.

As | explained early in my tenure of office as
Archbishop, the motto was a gift of Divine
Providence. | was searching for a motto, and |
happened to open a book of daily meditations. In
this, a quotation from Isaiah was there. It
immediately struck me. What | saw in it was the
role of the Church on two levels. It shows the way
for a personal relationship with the Lord which
depends also on not putting anything in the way of
the Lord, who wants so much to enter into our own
personal life. It explains also the mission of the
Church: its mediation between God and humanity.
The Lord is ready to enter into the life of every
person in the world. The Church’s mission is to
help open the way to the Lord especially through
its witness. People who do not as yet believe,
have to see to believe. The Church becomes the
Mystical Body of Christ when it takes on the role of
the Incarnate Christ, becoming an incarnated
Word in each time and country.

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In those days leading to the canonisation, the first
impact was obviously one of joy and pride. It was
also an occasion of thanksgiving for the Lord, who
gave to the Church in Malta this great ‘prophet’.
He was a person who had already preceded
Vatican Council I, especially in the role of the
laity, and his insistence on the importance of
formation and catechesis. During those days my
recollection to the Church in Malta was that up to
those times, the faithful in Malta recognised more
in Dun George, the MUSEUM and the sterling
work which they were doing in catechesis. The
‘person’ Dun George was known only to the
adherents of the Society of Christian Doctrine.
Now, we priests and laity, have to know more the
saintliness of Dun George, and the universal
message of Dun George: his humility, his trust in
young people if they are formed well, his love for
the Lord. He is also a great role model even for us
priests, especially in his pastoral zeal and in his
love for those who were searching for the Lord.

There were many, especially my meetings with the
different Maltese communities in Melbourne,
Adelaide, Sydney, Mackay, Brisbane, Wollongong
and Canberra. The meetings with the Maltese
communities, and the Masses were all memorable.
However, if | have to mention a specific moment, it
was going to the sugar-cane plantations in
Mackay: seeing and feeling and hearing about the
difficulties the first Maltese emigrants had to face
to settle down. No, thank God, in many cases,
many of these efforts had a fruitful success for
many Maltese.

%

One of the reasons for my going to Australia was
to be with the youth attending the WYD, especially
those who accompanied me from Malta. It was a
great experience, especially seeing these young
people full of joy at this Christian experience.
There was a very good organisation of the event
both at an organisational level, but more so at a
spiritual level. The catechetical sessions, the Way
of the Cross, the Vigil and the main Mass on
Sunday were all very moving experiences which
have left a deep impression on all those who
followed them. But | was very much impressed
with the great impact that this youth meeting had
on Australian society. Indicative of their witness
was the reaction of the police who replied to us,
while thanking them: “What for, Father: with all
these young people, we did not have any
problem”.

| had the occasion to meet also the Members of
the Society of Christian Doctrine in Australia, and
to hear of their apostolate. | think that the charism
and the apostolate of the Society of Christian
Doctrine pertains to the universal Church, in the
sense that the need which it responds to — the
teaching of catechesis and the spreading of the
Word of God - is universal. Obviously, it is then up
to the Superiors to make the necessary
adaptations according to the different places in
which the Society shall be fulfilling its mission.
