Under the grill
with Peter Corlett
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My earliest influences in sculpture came when |
started primary school which | hated, probably
because | was dyslexic and unable to read
properly. My mother tried to help by reading to me.
I recall my joy at hearing stories about
Michelangelo so perhaps that is when the
‘sculpture seed’ was planted. Due to reading diffi-
culties, | spent time on other activities, especially
making things, from which | gained great personal
satisfaction and also parental approval.

| often visited the Museum (one of my favourite
places) and was 8 or 9 when | looked up at the
sculpture of St George and the Dragon, thrilled by
realising that someone had made that wonderful
object. | believe the vocational seed my mother
planted germinated at that moment. | have been a
sculptor ever since, making more and more diffi-
cult things.

The process of producing a realistic sculpture has
several aspects. First | like to have a story to tell,
usually about a particular person or perhaps an
event, so research is important. From the re-
search, and referring to photographs of the subject
and perhaps a stand-in live model, | develop a
sculptural concept and then make a small sketch
model of the sculpture (maquette).

After developing the maquette and consultation
with the client, | commence the full-size sculpture
in clay. After successful completion and approval
of the clay sculpture | cast it into wax (using plas-
ter waste moulds) in appropriate size sections.
The wax sections are delivered to the bronze cast-
ing Foundry and subjected to the ‘lost wax’ casting
process to create the final bronze sculpture.

My ‘Australian Light Horse’ memorial sculpture
(installed last year in Be'er Sheva) is probably the
most demanding commission of my career to date.
| have done a number of commissions dealing with
WW1 and strongly empathise with this period. My
father served on the Western Front in that war. He
typically refused to answer my questions about it,
obviously the greatest trauma of his life.

If my Be’er Sheva work ‘breathes’ it is probably
because it shows a wild-looking horse leaping over
the Turkish sandbag defences — showing the
moment of the break-through. Horse, rider and all
the gear is poised in a moment of frozen action. |
tried to invest it with my feelings and commitment
as an artist.

Under the Grilll

There is no particular work | can mention. | find joy
in many works by other sculptors and artists. To
single out one to stand alone is as difficult as
selecting one’s favourite colour or wine, composer
or friend.

The lack of clear images of St George Preca was
a problem, however it seems that commitment and
intention can sometimes overcome. By studying
the overall shape and position of Preca from all the
various angles, | could determine his general bulk
and posture. Also, by studying each facial element
from the various angles and combining this
information with my established knowledge of
faces in general, | determined the most probable
likeness. This likeness was then confirmed or
contradicted during viewings of the clay sculpture
by the Maltese community who visited my studio.

| am aware of the growing interest in public art
Images of George Preca used for modelling (street art) and that there will always be artists
wishing to put their works and names into the
public domain. The art they produce will become
more diverse as new forms of communication are
devised. One only has to look at graffiti and
stencil-art of the current time.
